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State Representative Cole McNary brought information about 

legislation and Manchester City Administrator Ed Blattner 

gave a great update on the historical City of Manchester.  John 

Urkevich and Dave Kuschel of Cooperating School Districts 

for provided information about charter school performance on 

MAP tests in St. Louis and Kansas City.  

1.    District & Board Update: Dr. Malito, Superintendent; Beth 

Feldman and Dee Mogerman, Board of Education 

·         Parkway's budgeting is currently very cautious going 

forward, with program cuts of 5 percent being made in 2010-

11. We have had an increase in protested taxes ($17.7 million in 

2008 to $21.1 million in 2009) and the state budget shortfall 

will mean reduced state funding which is already only 6 percent 

of our revenues. 

·         Parkway is partnering with Hazelwood, Rockwood, St. 

Louis Public Schools, Farmington School District and Mary-

ville and Washington Universities to apply for federal grant 

money for science, technology, engineering and mathematics. 

While we don't expect Missouri to receive "Race to the Top" 

funding, there is some federal money being granted to districts 

for innovative programs. 

·         Science lab construction, funded by the 2008 bond issue, 

has begun at Central High and is scheduled to be ready for fall 

2010. South, West and North High (in that order) will be next 

for new or upgraded science labs  and equipment.  

·         Two individuals filed for the two positions open in the 

April 6 election, so no election will be held. Tom Appelbaum 

and Dr. Sam Sciortino will be sworn in at the April 21 board 

meeting.  

2.    Special Report on City of Manchester 

    Ed Blattner, Manchester City Administrator, gave a brief 

overview of what's happening in the city. Manchester, a fourth-

class city which was incorporated in 1950, has a population of 

just over 19,000 and trends are continuing to decrease by 2-3 

percent per year. The new Manchester Highlands development 

with Costco and Wal-Mart is doing well, though some spots 

have not been leased yet. The development has a 75% TIF tax 

abatement for about 15 years. A new police facility, funded by a 

bond issue, was opened last fall. They will be issuing bonds in 

the near future. A project on Hanna Road planned for summer 

2010 may result in some South High buses being re-routed if 

federal funding is delayed. Manchester is involved in the "Great 

Streets Initiative" which involves cities along a 5-mile stretch of 

Manchester Road between Des Peres and Ellisville. They are 

studying ways to revive the corridor to attract more business to 

the area. 

3.    Missouri Legislation 

A.      Open enrollment: State Representative Cole McNary did some 

research and was invited to report on the specifics of a proposed 

open enrollment bill, SB 603. The bill has had a hearing. Key provi-

sions include:  

--Districts with excess capacity, as defined by their policy on class 

sizes and with some leeway for new resident students, would be re-

quired to accept non-resident students. Parents must apply by Janu-

ary 15. The bill excludes the St. Louis and Kansas City Public 

Schools.  

--Funding is somewhat unclear, but currently the bill requires the 

sending school district to pay the receiving school district the lower 

of the two districts' cost per pupil. No provision is identified for 

making up the difference, although some options have been offered 

that include parents paying for any shortfall.  

--Parents would be responsible for transportation. 

--Policy on athletics would be dictated by the Missouri Athletics & 

Activities Assn. 

A discussion ensued with many committee members expressing op-

position to the idea of open enrollment. Although proponents view it 

as an option for parents to provide better education for their chil-

dren, opponents see it as a potential drain on already struggling dis-

tricts that would likely lose good students and as a burden on receiv-

ing districts like Parkway that want to keep class sizes low and main-

tain local control. Parkway's legislative platform does not support 

open enrollment. We will be tracking the progress and reporting on 

this bill. 

The Joint Committee on Education has issued a report on open en-

rollment and charter schools. They are available at http://

www.senate.mo.gov/jced/.  

        B.             Charter schools: As reported earlier, Missouri's push 

to receive a federal Race to the Top (RTTT) grant is generating more 

interest by some in expanding charter schools and other choice op-

tions such as open enrollment. Although test scores are just one 

measure of success, John Urkevich provided some statistics on test 

scores: 

  -- St. Louis Public Schools outperformed charter 

schools on 77 percent of the elementary MAP tests. 

  -- St. Louis charter schools scored below the state 

average on almost 95 percent of high school end of course tests com-

pared with St. Louis Public Schools which scored below the state 

average on 65 percent of the tests. 

4.   2010 Census - Reminder that all residents will receive a census 

form during March that needs to be filled out and returned by April 

1. It contains 10 questions.  

5.    April 6 election - Prop A - County ½ cent sales tax for Metro 

transit will be on the ballot.
